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General Information

Pricing and Terms

Prices found in this book are list prices in U.S.
dollars for standard product and do not include
storage, installation or taxes. Prices are effective
the date printed on the front cover or on a Jofco-
issued sticker and supersede all other printed
price lists. Shipments are FO.B Jasper, Indiana,
are prepaid, and allowed to dealers dock in the
48 contiguous states. Export pricing is available
through the sales department.

Al illustrations, specifications and prices are
based on information available at the time of
printing and are subject to change without
notice. Measurements are rounded to the nearest
1/8”. Product changes, including but not limited
to design, color, material, construction and dis-
continuance, are at the discretion of Jofco at any
time without prior notice.

Orders can only be received from dealers author-
ized by Jofco. Acceptance of orders will be sub-
ject to credit approval, and barring any acts of
government or any other cause beyond our con-
trol (strikes, fire, embargo of materials, etc.), ship-
ments will be invoiced at the published price at
time of order. Standard terms are 1% - 15 days,
net 30 days. Finance charges will be added on
delinquent accounts over 30 days.

Quotes and Acknowledgements

Quotes from Jofco must be accepted within 60
days or they will need to be re-submitted. Al
accepted orders are confirmed via
Acknowledgement. The Acknowledgement lists
detailed information pertaining to the order as
well as an anticipated shipping date. It is the
purchaser’s responsibility to immediately verify
the information is correct and notify Jofco in

writing of any changes. Order changes may result in
adjustment of ship date.

Changes and Cancellations

Acknowledged orders are not subject to change or
cancellation. In the event Jofco is able to stop an order
prior to full production or finish, a fee will apply.
Restocking fees applicable to non-stocked textile or
leathers may also apply. Special finishes or items of
special construction cannot be cancelled once produc-
tion has begun.

Delivery

Jofco products are shipped via Jofco trucks or contract
carrier when possible. Shipments are consigned to, and
are the property of, the dealer once it leaves our dock.

Jofco reserves the right to select the most appropriate

routing and will honor specific requests when possible.

Delivered orders are subject to a minimum
charge of $150 net for shipping/handling on
orders less than 300 Ibs. Inside delivery is not
included in any pricing. Our contract carriers
quote directly for this service.

Damages and Claims

Jofco products are packed in cartons and meet or
exceed existing codes for furniture and seating. If you
detect damaged product or shortages, do not refuse
the order. Note all discrepancies on the bill of lading
and immediately file a claim with the carrier. Products
are delivered to the shipper in good condition and
Jofco’s liability ceases at that time. Storage in areas of
uncontrolled humidity and temperature may cause
damage and void Jofco warranties.

Concealed damages must be reported to the carrier for
their inspection within 15 days of delivery. Do not
destroy cartons or move the product until the carrier
has inspected for damages as it may void your claim.

Returns and Repairs

Factory authorization must be secured prior to any
repair being made and a written Return Goods
Authorization (RGA) must be secured prior to the
return of any product. The RGA must be used within
30 days of issuance and all products to be returned
must be properly cartoned and protected to avoid
additional damage. Damages other than noted on the
original RGA as well as missing parts may be adjusted
in the credit and will be so noted.

Returns due to buyer’s order errors will be considered
based on condition, finish and product. Those items
deemed returnable will be subject to a minimum 25%
return/restock fee and must be returned pre-paid
freight. Freight collect items will be refused.

Warranty

Jofco’s warranty covers repair or replacement of any
part of parts found to be defective, subject to normal
wear and tear and proper care. Damages resulting
from misuse, abuse, negligent use or modification will

not qualify for warranty replacement. File draw-
ers are manufactured for hanging files only.
Bottom loading will void warranty. The warranty
applies to products manufactured by Jofco after
March 1, 2006 and supercedes previously
expressed warranties.

Jofco casegoods are warranted to the original
purchaser to be free from defects in workman-
ship under normal, single shift use for a period
of ten (10) years from date of initial shipment.
Jofco warrants textiles and leathers for a period
of two years from the date of initial shipment to
the original purchaser effective the date of this
price list. COM materials are not covered under
Jofco’s warranty. All warranty claims must be
made in writing.

Natural variations in grain, color or texture are
inherent in wood and leather. Variations will be
more noticeable when lighter finishes are speci-
fied. Differences may be detected between fin-
ishes applied to solid wood versus wood veneer.
Makore and maple veneer are photosensitive
which may result in a deepening of color. None
of these natural characteristics should be consid-
ered defects under this warranty.

Storage

If purchaser cannot accept delivery upon order
completion, a storage fee will apply and pur-
chaser will be invoiced for the order. Larger
orders may require purchaser to arrange for a cli-
mate controlled outside storage facility. Extreme
temperatures and/or humidity will void Jofco
warranty. Purchaser bears all risks associated
with third-party storage and is responsible for
transporting furniture to final destination.

Casegoods finishes are formulated to match
seating and occasional table finishes as closely
as possible. Finishes applied to solid wood
reflect differently than finishes applied to
veneers so slight variations in color may occur.

Finish and Color Matching

Veneers and solids are matched as closely as possi-
ble for acceptable blend and color match. Natural
wood in all forms is uniquely varied, and these char-
acteristics are acceptable within our strict limits and
reflect the natural beauty of wood.

Special Finishes or Colors

Requests for finish color matching must include a
sample of the requested color. Jofco will match the
sample and send it to the dealer along with an
acceptance form. Additional pricing will also be
included. The order will not be entered and lead time
will not begin until a signed copy of the acceptance
form is received. It typically takes two weeks from
color match to order entry. After receipt of accept-
ance, the order cannot be cancelled or returned.

Jofco does not do bleaching or distressed finishes.

Upholstery and Leather Matching

Due to industry dye-lot variations in textiles and
leathers, colors may vary slightly between runs of
fabric and leather. If precise match is desired, please
provide a swatch of the previous dye-lot and the
number if possible. Jofco endeavors to match as
closely as possible to commercially acceptable stan-
dards.

Customer’s Own Materials

Jofco tries to accommodate all requests for materials
outside the Jofco standard textile or leather library.
Directional fabrics, the size of the repeat, width of
the fabric, and total number of tackboards, all affect
the total requirement for fabric. Please send a sam-
ple of the fabric and we will advise you of the mate-
rial requirements needed. Allow for ample time nec-
essary to send Jofco a sample of the non-standard
textile or leather to ascertain correct yardage.
Appearance, durability or behavior of the material is
not the responsibility of Jofco. COM materials are not
covered under Jofco’s warranty. Requests for Jofco to
order textiles and leathers outside of its library will
be considered but will require a $125 additional
charge.
